Tips to Help You Get the Most from Your Visit
We are delighted to have you visit us and taste the wines we make here in the Lake Erie North Shore region.  To help you enjoy your experience, we offer these few tips.
1. Call ahead.  We welcome all visitors, but large groups, especially, can throw a monkey wrench into the smoothest operation if the winery is too busy or has reservations from other large groups (which we consider to be 12 or more people).
2. Be polite. Our wineries are proud of their wines and business. Please respect each winery’s policies and guidelines.

3. Come fragrance-free to your winery visit.  Not wearing perfume or cologne will help you and others near you appreciate the aroma and bouquet of the wines. 
4. Understand there may be a tasting fee. Most wineries charge a tasting fee.  
5. Designate a driver and drink responsibly. All those sips add up. Remember to drink water and stay hydrated. If you will be visiting several wineries, have a designated driver for the day.

6. Use your inside voice. Enjoy yourself, but remember that the visitors next to you want to have a memorable experience, too. It is simple tasting room etiquette.
7. It is okay to dump wine. Wineries provide a vessel for you to dispose of any wine you don’t want to finish. That’s the way professionals taste.  Please ask if you don’t see one. 
8. Ask questions. Make our day … ask questions. Tasting room staffers are a wealth of information and stories.  Find out how the wine is made, where the fruit came from, what foods it pairs with, etc. 
9. Leave the wine, beer and other open alcoholic beverages at home.  It is against the law to carry open wine, beer and other alcoholic beverages and can get both of us in trouble.

10. Be aware of the law on smoke-free spaces. Our wineries, restaurants and patios are required by law to be smoke-free.  Some wineries are completely smoke-free.

11. Do buy wine.  If you like it, buy it!  Many of our wines are available only at the wineries, so don’t miss your chance to get what you like while you’re here.
